CLASSROOM POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

ATTENDANCE 

Attendance will be taken at the start of every class.  A student who arrives late to class without a pass is considered tardy and consequences as outlined in the student handbook will be enforced.  A student with an excused absence will be given the opportunity to make-up course work or in some cases may be given an alternative assignment.  It is the student’s responsibility to set up a meeting with the teacher to see what they missed.  The student will have as many days as they were absent to turn in the missing assignment(s).

LATE WORK

Late work is defined as any work completed and turned in after a designated due date. Late work will be accepted up to TWO CLASS PERIODS AFTER THE DESIGNATED DUE DATE FOR THE WORK.  Extended time may be given due to extenuating circumstances such as major family illness, car accidents, etc. However, NO LATE WORK will be accepted one week prior to the end of the quarter. 

Students will receive credit for work as follows:
